Event Description: 
The pack plans several day trips and events in its annual calendar to augment overnight 
events, service projects and district/council events. These trips can include sporting 
events, trips to historic sites, and miniature golf. Examples of past trips and other 
possible destinations are listed in Attachment 1. 
 
Planning Timeline: 
The planning horizon is often dependent on the venue and program. Sporting events 
can require advance reservations for a group of our size while local historical sites may 
be more flexible. Local sports teams should be contacted at the beginning of the season 
to make arrangements for group ticket sales or special Scout Nights.  An example 
planning checklist is provided as an Excel spreadsheet (Trip Planning Checklist.xls) 
under “Pack Planning Documents” on the “Documents” tab of the pack web site 
(www.cubpack61.org). 
 
Budget: 
Event budgets vary with the venue and type of activity. The pack has made an effort to 
subsidize event fees for scouts and leaders as much as possible based on the annual 
popcorn sale revenue. Parents, siblings and other family members are expected to pay 
the full fee. A sample budget worksheet (Event Budget Worksheet.xls) is provided in 
MSExcel format under “Pack Planning Guides” on the “Documents” tab of the pack web 
site (www.cubpack61.org).
